12-24-11  governor walker releases plan for cutting $123 million from state government 

MADISON, Wis. (AP) — Governor Scott Walker has released his administration's plan for cutting $123
million across state government by July. The University of Wisconsin System would see the largest cut at
$46.1 million, followed by the Department of Health Services at $18.5 million and the Department of
Corrects at $9.4 million. State agencies were directed to make the cuts without layoffs if possible.

12-24-11  well women program

Winnebago county will provide outreach and education services in a four county area of east central
Wisconsin for the state’s well women program. The announcement was made Friday by Department of
Health Services Secretary Dennis Smith. The $130,000 state-funded contract will allow Winnebago County
to provide outreach and education on the importance of preventative screening in Winnebago, Fond du lac,
Sheboygan and Outagamie counties. County health departments are the providers for these services in
most of the state. The programs cancer screening services are funded separately with federal funds and
are offered by health care providers throughout Wisconsin.

12-24-11  great lakes cruise ships

SHEBOYGAN, Wis. (AP) — The city of Sheboygan should get an economic boost when a Great Lakes
cruise ship docks this summer. The 138-passenger Yorktown plans seven stops from June through
August in Sheboygan. The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers will deepen the Sheboygan River to 14 feet in
2012, allowing the bigger ships from Detroit and Chicago to dock.

GREEN BAY, Wis. (AP) — Dozens of volunteers will spend Christmas and New Year's Day parking cars
and collecting tickets at Lambeau Field to raise money for area not-for-profit organizations. The Green Bay
Packers will take on the Chicago Bears at home on Christmas and the Detroit Lions on New Year's Day.

Three area businesses have been nominated for the 2011 Wisconsin Manufacturer of the Year awards.
MAG IAS LLC of Fond du lac, Northwoods Paper Converting of Beaver Dam and Patriot Taxiway Industries
of Lomira are among the nominees. The winners will be announced at a ceremony February 23rd in
Milwaukee.

12-24-11  waupun prison inmate sentenced for attack on another inmate
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A Waupun prison inmate will spend more time in prison for attacking a fellow inmate with a toilet cleaning
brush. Twenty seven year old, Abdishakur Noor Muddey has pleaded no contest to battery by a prisoner.
Dodge County Judge Steven Bauer sentenced Muddey to an additional two and a half years in prison. A
criminal complaint says Muddey attacked inmate, Lloyd Sellers, after Sellers refused to clean the wall of
their prison cell. The complaint says Sellers stopped the attack by giving Muddey nachos, Cheetos, beans
and rice and a Little Debbie snack. Muddey is serving a 10 year prison sentence on a reckless homicide
conviction in Milwaukee county.

12-24-11  school aoda grants

Fond du Lac and Horicon schools are sharing in more than $700,000 in state grant money for alcohol and
other drug abuse programs. The Fond du Lac School District is receiving $20,000 and Horicon $10,000 to
provide students with information and help them develop skills to prevent alcohol and illegal drug use.

South Macy Street, P.O. Box 1515, Fond du Lac, WI 54936-1515. Payments for all other municipalities

further payment details. Real Estate taxes may be paid in full or the 1st installment is due by January 31,
2012 with the balance due by July 31, 2012.

12-24-11  winter parking restrictions

The City of Fond du Lac Police Department and the Department of Public Works is taking this opportunity
to remind the members of the community that the WINTER PARKING RESTRICTIONS are now in effect.
Parking from November 15th to March 15th is restricted between the hours of 8:00 p.m. to 8:00 a.m. On
EVEN NUMBERED DAYS, starting at 8:00 p.m. parking is restricted to the EVEN side of the street. On ODD
NUMBERED DAYS, starting at 8:00 p.m. parking is restricted to the ODD side of the street. Any METERED
AREA is still restricted to 60 minutes between the hours of 2:00 a.m. and 6:00 a.m. This ordinance
overrides all other on-street parking restrictions where parking is allowed. Please remind family, friends
and overnight guests of these restrictions as violations can be costly.

12-24-11  fdl county sheriff's department law of the month

December marks the eighth anniversary of the enactment of a Wisconsin law that prohibits drivers from
having any detectable amount of a controlled substance in their system, such as marijuana or cocaine,
while operating a motor vehicle. The law also makes the legal penalties for drugged driving the same as
drunken driving. (Wis. Stats. 346.63(1a)) The Fond du Lac County Sheriff’s Office and other law
enforcement agencies are continuing their efforts to combat drugged driving. Law enforcement officers
throughout the state have extensive training and experience in procedures that effectively identify drivers
impaired by alcohol. Officers use many of those same procedures to identify drugged drivers. Drivers who
exhibit behavior or symptoms indicative of drug use must submit to a blood test that determines the
presence of drugs. Refusing to submit to the blood test means an automatic revocation of the driver’s
license. In addition to illegal drugs, the overuse or abuse of medications, especially when combined with
alcohol, will often cause impaired driving. State law prohibits drivers from being “under the influence of any
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drug to a degree which renders him or her incapable of safely driving or under the combined influence of
an intoxicant and any other drug to a degree which renders him or her incapable of driving safely. Drivers
under the influence of drugs, alcohol, or a combination of the two are deadly threats to everyone on the
road. That’s why officers never take a break—even over the holiday season—from arresting those who
choose to get behind the wheel while impaired.

12-24-11  fdl police department law of the month

Inattentive driving is one of the leading causes of automobile crashes. Basically inattentive driving means
a driver is driving distracted. We have all seen distracted drivers. People driving while talking on a cell
phone, texting, reading a book, putting make up on, drinking coffee, etc. When we see these distracted
drivers we immediately realize the dangers they impose. The Wisconsin State Statute for Inattentive Driving
(SS 346.89) reads,”No person while driving a motor vehicle shall be so engaged or occupied as to
interfere with the safe driving of such vehicle.” This definition does not list one thing or a group of things
that are illegal to engage in while driving because the list of distractions that can cause one to drive
inattentively is endless. A citation for inattentive driving can cost you from $101.40 to $178.40 and 4 points
on your driving record. Obeying this law is especially important for drivers now that the winter months have
arrived. When road conditions become poor, it is important that drivers are able to fully concentrate on the
roadway. Treacherous road conditions, plus added distractions are a recipe for a devastating crash. With
the numerous electronic devices available in today’s society, we all must refrain from using them while
driving to help ensure that the City of Fond du Lac remains a safe place to live, learn, work and play!

Area residents are invited to join Waupun Memorial Hospital associates, volunteers and physicians and
donate an hour of time on Tuesday, January 3 to give blood to the BloodCenter of Wisconsin. Blood
donations will be accepted in the Lower Level Meeting Room from 12:30 to 5 p.m. at Waupun Memorial
Hospital, 620 W. Brown Street, Waupun. Giving blood is easy and takes about an hour. The process
includes registering, giving a brief medical history, and having temperature, blood pressure and
hemoglobin checked. Blood that is donated remains local, as the BloodCenter of Wisconsin is the sole
supplier of blood to Waupun Memorial Hospital and St. Agnes Hospital, as well as 55 other Wisconsin
hospitals in 27 counties.
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
