But a bill already passed in the Legislature and awaiting Governor Scott
Walker's signature will extend that period to three months.

(AP) — One hundred and sixty local government bargaining units have notified the state
that they want to take a vote on remaining officially recognized under Wisconsin's new, more restrictive
collective bargaining law. Today's filing deadline applies to all non-school district local bargaining units,
including cities, towns, \illages, counties and technical colleges.

1-31-12 woman convicted of sheboygan fatal hit and run

SHEBOYGAN, Wis. (AP) —A19-year-old from Sheboygan has pleaded no contest in a fatal, drunken hit-
and-run crash. Kayla Bower entered her plea to three felony charges involving the crash last summer near
Kiwanis Park during Brat Days. Bower was accused of driving drunk and hitting three women. A60-year-
old Sheboygan woman was killed, and her daughter and the daughter’s friend were injured.

1-31-12 homesstead tax credit clinics

The Wisconsin Homestead Credit is a tax benefit for renters and homeowners with low or moderate
incomes. Itis designed to lessen the impact of rent and property taxes. Property taxes do not need to be
paid before filing for Homestead Credit. Qualifying persons can get back some or all of their state taxes
withheld during the year. Household income that is reported includes all income for tax purposes plus
certain nontaxable income. Nontaxable income include gross Social Security, SSI, Railroad Retirement,
pensions, IRAincome and income from investments, etc. You have until April 15, 2016 to file for your 2011
homestead credit, and after April 16, 2012, you can receive credit back to 2008. The maximum amount of
Homestead Credit can be as high as $1,160. Expect to wait six (6) to ten (10) weeks for the payment from
the time itis submitted. To check up on payments you can visit the department’s website at
www.dor.state.wi.us. Other assistance is available by calling the Madison office at 608-266-8641.

To qualify for Homestead credit you must:

* Be a legal Wisconsin resident for all of 2011

+» Have a household income less than $24,680

* Be a owner or renter of the homestead during 2011

* Not be claiming farmland preservation credit for 2011

* Not be living in a nursing home and receiving medical assistance
* No claim may be filed on behalf of a person after his or her death

1-31-12 fdl county sheriff's department law of the month

This time of year, law enforcement officers, tow truck operators and emergency responders are busy
working on the side of highways to rescue motorists and remove vehicles that have slid off icy roads or into
other vehicles. Aithough the frigid conditions test their resolve, the greatest danger these workers face is
being hit by vehicles traveling at high speeds just a few feet away. To protect law enforcement officers, tow
truck operators, emergency responders, road maintenance workers, and others who work on the side of
roadways, Wisconsin has a Move Over Law. The law requires drivers to shift lanes if possible or slowdown
in order to create a safety zone for a law enforcement vehicle, ambulance, fire truck, tow truck or highway
maintenance vehicle that is stopped or parked on the side of a road with its warning lights flashing. To
create a safety zone on interstate highways and other divided roads with multiple directional lanes, you
must move over to vacate the lane closest to the law enforcement or other emergency vehicle if you can
safely switch lanes. If the road has a single directional lane or you can’t safely move over because of traffic,
you must reduce your speed until safely past the vehicle. Violating the Move Over Law can be expensive as
well as dangerous. Acitation costs $263.50 with three demerit points added to your license (Wis. Stats.
346.072). When drivers disregard the Move Over Law, they are putting lives at risk. Failure of motorists to
create a safety zone by moving over or slowing down is one of the major reasons that motor vehicle
crashes kill more law enforcement officers on duty than any other cause. Tow truck operators, highway
maintenance workers and emergency responders also are killed and injured when drivers don’t move
over or slow down. By obeying the Move Over Law, drivers can protect themselves, their passengers, our
officers and others who work on highways from needless injuries and deaths. Have ASafe Month,
